Response to Parish Council:

The local planning authority has control in this instance as permitted development rights were removed for fences in 2007. This enables the impact of the new fence to be assessed. In this case the fence lies to the rear of the site and is partially screened by existing vegetation and by interwoven Hazel sticks added inside Mascalls Farm boundary by the neighbour. The fence does help protect privacy on the boundary of the property abutting Mascalls Farm to the West. This section of fence is about 35m long and in its context the siting would not adversely affect the setting of the converted barn or house, nor impact upon the rural setting to the extent refusal would be justified.
