Comments from the Planning Inspector: ‘The proposals would visually dominate the host property and would be visually intrusive in the landscape.  There would be conflict with the Core Strategy 2013, saved policies in the Local Plan 1998 and with the SPG.  There would be further conflict with design advice in the National Planning Policy Framework, particularly in respect of local distinctiveness as encouraged at paragraph 60.  While there should be no harm to the retained oak tree, this finding is outweighed by the identified harm.  The appeal is therefore dismissed’.

Update: the above planning application was considered by Members of the Planning Committee North on 2 June 2016 at 10.000 a.m.in the Civic Community Hall, Wealden District Council Offices, Vicarage Lane, Hailsham, BN27 2AX. Wealden District Council have APPROVED the planning permission, and made the following comments:
Response to Parish Council: The Parish Council’s objections are noted, along with those of local residents. Careful consideration has been given to the application submissions and to the impact of the development, along with relevant planning policies and guidance.

Paragraph 98 of the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) states that local planning authorities should not require applicants to demonstrate the need for renewable energy development. It goes on to state that local planning authorities should approve an application for renewable energy if its impacts are (or can be made) acceptable, It is not disputed that the array has some visual impact in the landscape but in accordance with paragraph 98 of the NPPF, consideration has been given to whether that impact is an acceptable one, or whether it can be made acceptable through mitigation.

Overall, the application is considered to be consistent with national guidance with the benefits of renewable energy provision, energy security and reduction in carbon emissions outweighing the local visual impact.

On balance, it is considered that the mitigation proposals (comprising application of matt colour to the aluminium frame to remove glint and proposals for supplementary planting around the array) represent an appropriate means of reducing the visual impact of the array in the landscape and that, accordingly, the development as mitigated would not be so harmful to the visual amenities and character of the area as to warrant refusal of planning permission.

In the circumstances, it is considered that a recommendation for approval of the application is appropriate. The recommendation includes appropriate conditions be attached to planning permission to require the removal of the array when no longer used for generating electricity and to ensure that the mitigation measures within the Landscape & Visual Impact Assessment are implemented.
