Object: Although the parish council does not recommend refusal it would question the relevance of the traffic movement data collected in 2006 when the original application for the conversion of the barns to commercial use was provided. REASON:  To ensure the safety of persons and vehicles entering and leaving the access and proceeding along the highway in the interests of the visual amenities of the locality having regard to Saved Policy TR3 of the adopted Wealden Local Plan, coupled with the requirements of paragraph 32 of the National Planning Policy Framework 2012'. This comment referred to the application (above) which gained planning permission to move the entrance and the planning condition stipulated that the old one was closed up.
