Location: Mascalls Farm, Framfield Road, Buxted, TN22 4PP
Description: Dog day field for exercising and caring of dogs during normal weekday business hours only; no overnight use, no kennels. erection of timber buildings as office stores, shelters etc and incidental fencing.
Response from Buxted Parish Council to Wealden District Council: The parish council object to this application because of the noise and visual impact this will have on neighbouring properties and are aware that several neighbours will be submitting an objection to this application. There are also concerns over the traffic movements – including that of traffic for the grooming parlour - in what is considered to be an awkward lane for traffic already. The parish council also note that no planning notices have been displayed at this site.
