Buxted Parish Council response to WDC: members commented that the maps were of such poor quality that they it was impossible to judge the development in relationship to the neighbouring properties. WDC Cllr Illingworth suggested that we contact the Planning Officer and request better quality plans. Action: Clerk to contact Planning Officer re plans.

Members considered the negative impact that this development, and the breaches of the previous planning permission, already had on neighbouring properties. 

It was noted that properties in St Marys Garth were some 20-30 foot lower than the new build and this would create an issue with light pollution and privacy to these properties. To ascertain the impact a site visit, by a planning officer is imperative.

It was also noted that concerned neighbours had requested site visits from the Planning Officer but these had not yet materialised. Action: Clerk to ask for the Planning Officer to visit those neighbours who have requested a visit to their property to consider the true impact this is having.

Buxted Parish Council response to WDC: Members noted that the planning officers’ letter was very out of date (2015). However, within that letter it spoke of the proposal being outside of the development boundary, and whilst there were exceptions for business development outside of the boundary, it said that there was no adverse effect for on the landscape or character of countryside. The parish council feel that the proposed design is entirely out of keeping with the local buildings and would certainly change the landscape of the rural area.

Members were also concerned that a development of this size would cause noise and light pollution, and with a proposal of 42 parking spaces would also indicate a significant numbers of traffic movements, and as such create concerns over this already dangerous junction.

Members felt that such a design would be more suited to small industrial estate and was not suitable in such a rural area. Buxted Parish Council object to this application.
